Mr. Huber discussed Massachusetts Oilheat Council (MOC) Transfer of Funds from E&T to Consumer Education. Due to a budget miscalculation on regarding the 2008 NORA media buy for Massachusetts, Mr. Ferrante has requested that NORA’s Executive Committee authorize the transfer of $23,127.85 from the Massachusetts Oilheat Council’s (MOC) 2008 Education & Training fund to MOC’s 2008 Consumer Education.
Mr. Robert Boltz moved the motion to fulfill MOC’s request to internal transfer of funds. The following motion was duly seconded and approved by voice vote. 

NORA Consumer Education Activities by Energy Communications Council were discussed by the group and if the activities being carried out by Woodbury & Morse, are satisfactory to the board they will be reimbursable.  This initiative has been undertaken by several states in the northeast and is designed to ensure that the media have correct information about Oilheat.
V. Education and Training 

Mr. Hedden discussed the NORA Education Center DVD Project. Mr. Hedden explained that the auto-run DVD will contain each of the silver book chapters bundled with associated educational materials, i.e videos,  links to appropriate sites and perhaps a "Product Resource Center" containing product info germane to each chapter topic. There was a general discussion about if this would be economical and helpful to the industry. The general view of the group is that it is a very good idea.  However, in discussion of whether advertising should be allowed to defray the cost of the project.  It was decided that the advertising shouldn’t be done because it will compromise the integrity of the industry. The group duly agreed to implement proposal one and spend $50,000 on this project to prepare the DVDs and distribute them to the industry. 
Mr. Hedden discussed the equipment that NORA Approved Schools are required to have in order to teach oilheat certification classes. Mr. Hedden stated that NORA certified schools are accepted nationally and shows that schools have met rigorous standards set forth by NORA. Schools, companies, and organizations must receive acknowledgment from the NORA Education Center that their Oilheat courses qualify to award NORA Certification. NORA originally required six oil fired furnaces in a classroom and wants to change it to one oil fired furnace.  NORA wants to make it very easy to get into the program, so all we require is that they have one working oil fired furnace or boiler with a working flame available for the students to work on and test. Mr. Hedden has opened the floor to discuss the amount of oil fired equipment that is required in a classroom. There was a general discussion, the group agreed that it is recommended that schools have several boilers with an open flame but only one is required. It was duly agreed that it would be decided how much equipment is required depending on the school. It will be required that the school will explain why they can or cannot have more than one oil fired furnace. 
Mr. Hedden discussed the Cash Flow Project; this is a calculator that dealers will use to show banks the projected revenue for the company for the year. There was a general discussion about this application and if it will be helpful to the industry and its customers. There was a general discussion about financial risk and how using this product could help or hurt the industry. It was agreed that having the industry better understand their financial limits and cash flow could better enable a smooth flow of funds and might avoid shutdowns in a winter.  Mr. Carini proposed the ideal of putting a committee together to create this application

The proposal of the training program development was submitted by Primedia. Mr. Huber explained how this proposal will help employees by re-educating them. Primedia created a training program that is geared towards several different types of employees within the industry. The proposal as well as the creation of the seminar curriculum will cost around 15,500 plus the cost of every additional seminar. NORA will own the copyrights to all the materials created and distributed. There was a general discussion about the program, if it would be helpful and could someone outside of Primedia teach this course. 
Mr. Maniscalco makes a motion to accept the training program with the exception that anyone can use the presentation.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it was duly accepted. 
VI. Consumer Education 

Mr. Huber discussed that NORA is continuing to do an internet campaign with a budget of 750,000.  

Mr. Huber discussed the new NORA Ads/New Radio; he stated that it is not the traditional NORA ad because there is no music involved. With the exception of NY, everyone liked the spots. There will be a meeting on Thursday, March 26, 2009 to discuss NY’s comments and dislikes. 
Mr. Huber discussed the new Consumer Education Chair; Mr. Huber stated the Mr. Scuder has resigned from this position.  
VII. Research and Development 

Mr. Huber discussed the issue of High Efficiency Equipment and the lack of this equipment within the industry. Mr. Huber has researched several companies and has discussed the issue of trying to get a better efficiency rate. Mr. Hedden stated that he has spoken to several manufactures and that they are working diligently to get better equipment for the industry. There was a general discussion about R&D and energy efficient equipment and pricing. 
VIII. Industry Issues 

Mr. Huber discussed the topic of Low Carbon Fuels and how to handle it within the industry. He discussed the greenhouse cases and lowering emissions. Mr. Huber discussed the low carbon fuel initiatives that the northeastern stated have passed. They are trying to lower the carbon in transportation and in heating fuel. There was a general discussion about the low carbon intiative. 
Lowering sulfur to reduce particulate matter is the goal of NORA’s Sulfur Reductions in fuel. 
Mr. Huber discussed the stimulus package that allows tax credits for heating oil. The $1500 tax credit applies to both equipment and installation costs, subject to the 30 percent qualifier. 

The equipment that is listed on the GAMA website that is plus 90 for boilers is: 

Buderus Condensing, at .6, .7 and .95 gph.
